I hold a PhD in Public Health (Health systems and service delivery management). I am As an expert in Health Systems and public health epidemiology/community health. I have wide experience and knowledge in programming chronic disease care, health systems’ and epidemiology research. I have been involved in design and implementation of HIV intervention programs and research, which have been funded through international grants such as PEPFAR/CDC grant from 2008-2013 and currently implementing chronic non-communicable disease research. I am proficient in grant writing with satisfactory knowledge in grant management. This experience is critical not only for curriculum delivery at the university level, mentoring early career researchers but also fundraising and visibility. My personal goal is to conduct high impact research, in the area of implementation and applied research, to determine potential health solutions and develop best practices in service delivery for prevention and control interventions of chronic non-communicable disease. This would feed into policy and practice to increase access to and use of quality health services.
